V. A CHARGE TO THE RICH (Chapter 6:17-19).

1. They Are To Avoid Pride, ot Trust The Riches, Mot To Hoard Their Pride (Vs. 17).
Most of the rich are miserable.

2, They Are To Use Their Wealth To Bless Others (verses 18-19). See also Eph. 4:28.
Generosity seems to be an indication of eternal life.

Vi. CLOSING CHARGE TO TIMOTHY (Chapter 6:20-21)., Timothy must keep the trust of the
gospel given unto him and so must all ministers. This is the stewardship of the
gospel. The preacher is to avoid foolish errors which draws many away from the
faith. The existing errors and false sciences of today must surely outnumber those
of young Timothy's day. As a preacher, just stick to preaching the Word.

"For precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept: line upon line, line upon
lire; here a little, and there a little" (Isaiah 28:19). H. Boyce Taylor interpret-
ed this verse like this: “Learn a little, tell a little, learn a little more, tell a
little more; always learning, always telling,” This way may seem slow but it is God's
way.
