1. It waswritten around 60-61 AD.
2. Thiswas about a decade after the establishment of a church therein 51 AD
C. Philippi
1. The city was established during Paul’ s second missionary journey (Acts 16:12-40).
2. Thecity isnamed after Philip Il, father of Alexander the Great.
D. Purpose of writing — One writer suggests six things:
1. Hewanted to explain why he was sending Epaphroditus back to them (2:25-30).
2. Hewanted to let them know of his plan to send Timothy to them (2:19-24).
3. Hewanted to thank the Philippian church for their concern for him and their generous
giftsto him (4:10-20).
4. Hedesired to inform them of his own circumstances and the advancement of the
gospel (1:12-26).
5. Hewanted to exhort the church to live in humility, fellowship, and unity (1:27-2:11;
4:2-3).
6. He aso needed to warn them concerning the fal se teachings of legalism,
perfectionism, and careless living (3:1-4:1).*

A. Paul’sRelation To The Philippians, 1:1-8
1. Paul and Timotheus, 1
a.  Not apostles, since Timothy was not an apostle.
b. But servants (Greek DULQOS)

(3) The damsel with the spirit of divination said correctly, “ These men are the

(1) Saintsare believersin Christ
(2) “Onelittle boy said that saints are stained-glass figures who block out the
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sunlight. And another answered him. No, saints are people who let the light
shine through them. And that, in effect, is the true definition of asaint. Any
saint could be defined as one in whom the light of Christ exists and from
whom the light of Christ shines.”?

(3) Saints are those who have been separated from the world and brought into the
kingdom of God through faith in Jesus Christ to serve the Lord Jesus Christ to
the glory of God. The word “saint” means “holy.”

(4) The Greek word for “saint” comes from the Greek word HAGOS, which
means “an awful thing,” or “athing of awe.”

Grace is mentioned only three times in this book, but it is avery important word,
as we have noticed that it begins and ends the book.

“Grace be with you,” 1:2

We all needed grace when we were saved, but we continue to need God's grace in
the same way and for the same reason that we needed it when we were saved. We
stand in his grace; welive in his grace; and we need to use it in our service to
Jesus Christ.

Paul mentions peace at the beginning of this book and near the end of it (4:7, 9).
Wefind in 4:7 that peace passes al understanding and that it will keep our hearts
and minds through Christ Jesus.

5. Paul isthankful for the Philippians, 1:3-5

He isthankful for his remembrance of them, 3
Paul prays for them often, 4
He thanks God for their fellowship, 5

6. God will perform agood work in them until the day of Jesus Christ, 6

Paul is confident of this.

God is the one who started this good work in them.

Now, Paul could be speaking of the church and the good work that God began in
the church in establishing and continuing that church until the day of Jesus Christ,
that day when believers will be rewarded for their works or will lose rewards (see
Phil. 1:6, 10; 2:16).

But that church does not exist today, so that cannot be the promise here.

But Paul is certainly speaking of each and every believer, as he does in several
places in this book—‘each” 2:3; “every man” (2:4); “every knee’ (2:10); “every

tongue” (2:11); “every saint” (4:21).

Paul is confident that the good work, the work of God in the individual to bring
him to saving faith and service by his grace, will continue until the day of Jesus
Christ, the day when Jesus is revealed by his coming again to the earth.

So that he is aso speaking to each and every believer today.

7. They are partakers of “my grace,” 7

Three things he mentionsin verse seven concerning “his grace.” Thisiswhat

makes up “his grace.”

(1) Bonds — the bonds of being in prison in Rome, the limits that keeps him from
coming to Philippi and from traveling and preaching the gospel in many
places, the expectation of being put to death

(2) Defence — Paul uses thisword here (verse 7) and dso in verse 17. Thisisfrom
the Greek word apologia, which means “a defense especially of one's
opinions, position, or actions” (Marriam-Webster Online Dictionary). From
this we get our word “apologetics,” which is a study of the defense of our faith
or contending for the faith (Jude 1:3), to argue the faith or take a position in
favor of thefaith of Christ. Paul was“set” (destined or appointed) for the
defense of the gospel.

(3) Confirmation — This word meansto “establish” and applies to the way in
which Paul not only dispenses the gospel but how he establishesit in every
place where he goes.

Thisis Paul’s grace working out in hislife— Phil. 2:12 Wherefore, my beloved, as

ye have always obeyed, not as in my presence only, but now much more in my

absence, work out your own salvation with fear and trembling.

8. Inverse 8 Paul speaksin away that is different from the way he speaks in other
letters. He seems to put on many faces:

Boldness of the brethren, 14a

Without fear, 14b — Not without fear to God or to themselves that they may fall

into sin, but without fear to man, preaching boldly and fearlessly even unto death.

Some preached the true Gospel with envy and strife, jeal ous of the Apostle Paul,

wanting to be as popular or more popular than Paul, perhaps wishing that he

would stay in bonds so they can have their own ministry in popularity, 15a

Some preached the true Gospel with good will, never jeal ous of Paul or other

apostles or leaders, ssimply preaching for the salvation of souls and for their own

ministry as God blessed it, 15b

Some preached with contention, 16 —“This word is found before NT times only in

Aristotle where it denotes a self-seeking pursuit of political office by unfair means.”*

Some preached the pure Gospel with love, 17, because they redlize that Paul is

“set” (appointed) for the defence (apologia, to give an answer) of the Gospel.

Paul’ s confidence, 18

(1) Whether in pretense or truth, Christ is preached.

(2) Paul has confidence and rejoices, even though some are preaching the Gospel,
hoping they may outdo, outperform, or take the place of Paul, which none of
them ever did.

4. Conclusion to this section

Paul’ s relation to Christ brought determination to preach the Gospel, not
considering his popularity nor boasting of hisfame.

Remember the theme text of this book: “for to meto liveis Christ, and to dieis
gain.”

4:17 For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, worketh for usa
far more exceeding [and] eternal weight of glory;

No matter how others may preach the true gospel, whether in contention, envy, or
strife, it will all work together toward Paul’ s gospel, or to his benefit.

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c. Thecontention of otherswas but alight affliction to Paul
2. Through your prayer, 19

a. Peter was brought out of prison asaresult of prayer, Acts 12:5 Peter therefore
was kept in prison: but prayer was made without ceasing of the church unto God
for him.

b. James5:16 Confess[your] faults one to another, and pray one for another, that
ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.

c. Wedo not know how prayer works (that is, the mechanics of it), but we do know
that, when people pray, things happen, and God is honored.

e. Paul depended, not just on his own prayers, but on the prayers of others to keep
him going.

b. Paul expectation is Christ’s expectation — Heb 10:13 From henceforth expecting
till his enemies be made his footstool.
5. Paul has ahope, 20
a. Acts 24:15 And have hope toward God, which they themselves also allow, that
there shall be a resurrection of the dead, both of the just and unjust.
b. Rom 5:5 And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad
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inour hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.

c. Rom 8:24 For we are saved by hope: but hope that is seen is not hope: for what a
man seeth, why doth he yet hope for? 25 But if we hope for that we see not,

6. Innothing | shall be ashamed, 20

a. Paul’s most famous expression about being ashamed — Rom 1:16 For | am not
ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every
one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.

b. When we preach the gospel, we should not be ashamed no matter how crazy
people think we are.

c. Remember the hope that Paul has? The Bible saysin Rom 5:5 And_hope maketh
not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy
Ghost which is given unto us.

d. 2Tim. 1:12 For the which cause | also suffer these things: nevertheless |_am not
ashamed: for | know whom | have believed, and am persuaded that heis able to
keep that which | have committed unto him against that day.

e. Even God is not ashamed of us— Heb 11:16 But now they desire a better
[country], that is, an heavenly: wherefore God is not ashamed to be called their
God: for he hath prepared for them a city.

7. With boldness Christ will be magnified in my body, 20

a. 1 Cor 9:27 But | keep under my body, and bring [it] into subjection: lest that by
any means, when | have preached to others, | myself should be a castaway.

b. Rom 12:1 | beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye
present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, [which is] your
reasonable service.

C. Your body isthe only thing that God has ordained to be used to further the gospel
of Jesus Christ. Thisincludes your mind and your heart. Our bodies arealiving
sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God.

d. When you live aholy, separated life, Christ will be magnified in your body.

Paul’ s desire was to depart and be with Christ (1:23)

But God did not want that for him. It was more needful, 24; that is, in the will and
purpose of God.

So, now he must “abide in the flesh.”

Now Paul has a confidence that he will abide and continue with the people at
Phillipi for the furtherance of the faith and for the joy of faith, 25

While heisin the flesh, he can still enjoy the faith. He does not need to go to
Heaven with Christ to enjoy his faith.

Paul’ s rgjoicing will be fulfilled in his coming to them for fellowship and
encouragement from them, 26

2. Paul Instructs the Philippians About Suffering 27-30

Thelr conversation (way of life) was to become the gospel of Christ, 27a

(2) Themind - Phil 2:5 Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:

(2) Wisdom and grace - 2 Cor 1:12 For our rejoicing is this, the testimony of our
conscience, that in simplicity and godly sincerity, not with fleshly wisdom, but
by the grace of God, we have had our conversation in the world, and more
abundantly to you—ward.

(3) Example of the believers- 1 Tim 4:12 Let no man despise thy youth; but be
thou an example of the believers, in word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit,

(a) Stand fast in one spirit - Eph 2:18 For through him we both (Jew and

Gentile) have access by one Spirit unto the Father.

(b) Stand fast in the Lord - Phil. 4:1 Therefore, my brethren dearly beloved
and longed for, my joy and crown, so stand fast in the Lord, [my] dearly
beloved.

(c) After we have done all, stand - Eph 6:13 Wherefore take unto you the
whole armour of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and
having done all, to stand.

words to no profit, [but] to the subverting of the hearers.

(b) 2 Cor 10:4 (For the weapons of our warfare[are] not carnal, but mighty
through God to the pulling down of strong holds;)

(3) We areto strive together through prayer.

(@) Eph 6:18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit,
and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all
saints;

(4) Thisisto be done “for the faith of the gospel.”
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(a) Faith must be mixed with the gospel for salvation.

(1) Thedevil isour adversary - 1 Peter 5:8 Be sober, be vigilant; because your
adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may
devour:
(2) There are many adversaries - 1 Cor 16:9 For a great door and effectual is
opened unto me, and [there are] many adversaries.
(3) Thefact that they are your adversariesis evidence of their ruin, or perdition.
(4) Thefact that you have adversariesis evidence that you have salvation of God.
e. Two things are given unto them by God, 29

(1) First, that they believe on the behalf of (or, for the sake of) Christ.

(2) Second, that they should suffer for his sake (or, for the sake of) Christ.
f. Thelr conflict was shared with Paul, 30

(1) Col 2:1 For | would that ye knew what great conflict | have for you, and [for]
them at Laodicea, and [for] as many as have not seen my facein the flesh;

g. CONCLUSION

(1) Paul showsin these versesthat heis dedicated to the Lord and will accept
anything God has for him. His desire was to depart and be with Christ, but he
was perfectly willing to stay here on earth and suffer for Christ’s sake.

(2) Paul instructs the Philippians what they need to do in order to serve the Lord
properly and to be confident of this salvation.

(3) Paul explainsto them that they must suffer if they servethe Lord in the
preaching and teaching of the word of God.

(4) Inthis suffering, they are to share with Paul that suffering.

(5 The New Testament speaks of the evangelistic work of the church of the Lord,
Jesus Christ, as being accompanied with suffering. Thereisno shamein
suffering for the sake of Christ. Suffering will make us stronger and more
confident of our salvation and of our work in the Lord, and our faith will
continue on until Jesus comes to take us away by either death or resurrection.

IV.A SUBMISSIVE MIND IN SERVICE, Chapter 2 (Theme: Phil. 2:5)
A. WeAreNot To Use Our Own Mind For Serving, 1-4
1. Christ exalted, 1
a. Consolation in Christ — Consolation means encouragement. If thereis
encouragement, it will be in Christ, not in ourselves or anyone else.

(1) 1 Sam 30:6 And David was greatly distressed; for the people spake of stoning
him, because the soul of all the people was grieved, every man for his sons
and for his daughters: but David encouraged himself in the LORD his God.

b. Comfort of love— Thelove of the brethren is the second most important

commandment of God

(1) Matt. 22:37-39 Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all
thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. 38 Thisisthefirst and
great commandment. 39 And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy
neighbour as thyself.

Fellowship of the Spirit

(1) John 15:26 But when the Comforter (the Holy Spirit) is come, whom | will
send unto you from the Father, [even] the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth
fromthe Father, he shall testify of me:

The word “one accord,” one word in the Greek, means “the mind together,” or the
mind of al members of the church should be together as though it were one mind.
The words “one mind” are two words in the Greek. The Greek “one’ isthe basic
word for “one,” and the word for mind is PHRONEO, which means
“understanding” or “opinion.”

We are going to see now that everyone is to have the same mind and
understanding in the churches and that they are all to have a submissive mind.

3. Not our own mind, 3

Not amind of strife, or “contention.”

Not amind of vainglory, or “empty pride, self esteem.”

Rather, “lowliness of mind” — meaning, “modesty, humility.”

Esteeming one another better than ourselves. To esteem means to “consider, or
think” of others greater than oneself.

4. Don't think on our own things, 4

(1) “hisown things’ literally means “himself.” It isreflexive, which refers back to
oneself.

(2) “things of others’ literally “that” of others (heteros).

(3) Thisword “heteros’ implies those who are different from you.

(4) Notice what Jesus said in Matt 5:47 And if ye salute your brethren only, what
do ye more [than others] ? do not even the publicans so?

(5) Keep your reputation clean for others: 1 Cor 9:27 But | keep under my body,
and bring [it] into subjection: lest that by any means, when | have preached to
others, | myself should be a castaway.

(3) But, while he wasin the form of God, and in him the fulness of the godhead
dwells (Cal. 2:9), he did not think to take from God those powers which he
had but that were not for him to use as the Son of God manifested in the flesh.

(4) Christ was limited in the flesh; and athough he had access to al the power of
God, he did not seize all of these powers from God,

b. Noreputation, 7

(1) The words “made himself of no reputation” in verse 7 mean “to empty.” He
emptied himself of the use of the fulness of the godhead so that he could live
as ahuman being.

(2) Alford says, “He used His equality with God as an opportunity, not for self-
exaltation, but for self-abasement. . . . He emptied Himself of the “form of

God” (not as essential glory, but its manifested possession . ...” SeeJohn

(3) Paul has an invitation to a gathering of the saints at the end of time to receive
his rewards.

(4) Thisiswhy heis pressing, willing to be persecuted as a servant of Jesus
Christ: that he might reach the mark (that for which he islooking or desiring),
and thisis at theinvitation of Christ.

(5) Thisishisinvitation to all believers. Thisisthe reason for our living the
Christian life. That iswhy Paul said, “For meto liveis Christ, and to dieis
gain’ (Phil 1:5).
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(6) Someone haswisely said that “our goal in lifeis holiness, not happiness.”

c. Perfect ones (mature ones) have the same mind as Paul in this matter, 15a
(1) So, it must take a measure (and probably a good measure) of maturity in order

to have this mindset.

(2) Aswe stretch forth to our high calling, we will grow in the grace and the
knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ and will have the mind of Christ;
therefore, we will be able to look through the scope to that which isto be our
ultimate goal—to be like Christ.

d. If any man has adifferent view from that of Paul, God will, as he grows, show this
to the man, and he will eventually (if he becomes mature) share this same mind
with Paul and Christ, 15b

e. Verse 16 — Determined by the amount of maturity one has, heisto live by the
same rule—the rule of Paul, as led by the Holy Spirit of God.

1. The Persona Requirements, 4:1-9
a Joy, 4
(1) John Newton wrote a song entitled “ The Joy Of The Lord Is Y our Strength”
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Joy isafruit that will not grow

In nature's barren foil;

All we can boast, till Christ we know,
Is vanity and toil.

But where the Lord has planted grace;
And made his glories known;

There fruits of heavenly joy and peace
Arefound, and there alone.

A bleeding Saviour seen by faith,
A sense of pard'ning love;

A hope that triumphs over death,
Givejoyslike those above.

To take a glimpse within the vell,
To know that God is mine;

Are springs of joy that never fail,
Unspeakably divine!

These are the joys which satisfy,

And sanctify the mind;

Which make the spirit mount on high,
And leave the world behind.

No more, believers, mourn your lot,
But if you arethe Lord's

(2) Joy in one way or another is mentioned 14 times in the book of Philippians.
Joy isfound 60 times in the New Testament. Rgjoiceisfound 41 timesin the
New Testament. There must be something to rejoice about.

(3) Here Paul says Phil. 4:4 Rgjoicein the Lord alway: [and] again | say, Regjoice.

(4) So, we should havejoy in our Christian lives.

b. Moderation, 5

(1) The Greek word for this means “ gentleness, or suitable’

(2) In other words, our lives should reflect a suitable obedience to law and order,
not rebellion or anarchy.

(3) We should do al things in moderation
(a) Eating
(b) Watching TV
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(c) Reading

(d) Exercising

(e) Dieting

(f) Taking

(9) Entertainment
(h) Music

(4) Thisisnot the same word as temperance, but | think it relays much of the
same meaning as temperance (self control).

(5) Gal. 5:-2322 But thefruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering,
gentleness, goodness, faith, 23 Meekness, temperance: against such thereis
no law.

c. Anxiety, 6

(1) Theword hereistranslated “careful,” and it means what the old English word
“careful” meant (anxious). It comes from aroot word which means “a
distraction.”

(2) Don't alow anything to distract you from your trust and work in the Lord.

(3) But give your requests unto the Lord with prayer, supplication, and
thanksgiving.

Areyou fearing, fretting or repining?

Y ou can never know God's perfect peace.

On His bosom all your weight reclining.

All your anxious doubts and cares must cease.

Would you know the peace that God has given?

d. Peace 7
(1) Peaceisthe opposite of anxiety (carefulness).
(2) Thisword aso means “quietness’ and “rest”
(3) Theword “peace’ isfound 104 timesin the New Testament
(4) Itisfound 296 timesin the Old Testament. That’s 400 times in the Bible.
(5) This a peace that passes understanding. Thisword speaks directly in reference
to the mind, the intellect of the individual.
(6) God's peace cannot be explained or dispensed by intellect.
(7) Thereis, however, a peace that is not atrue, divine peace.

(a) Eze 13:16 To wit, the prophets of Israel which prophesy concerning
Jerusalem, and which see visions of peace for her, and there is no peace,
saith the Lord GOD.

(8) Our peaceis perfect — Isa 26:3 Thou wilt keep [him] in perfect peace, [ whosg]
mind [is] stayed [on theg] : because he trusteth in thee.

(9) Our peaceisgreat — Psalm 119:165 Great peace have they which love thy law:
and nothing shall offend them.
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(10) Wenow that Jesusisthe Price of Peace, Isaiah 9:6
e. Thought, 8
(1) Whatsoever things are true — John 17:17 —“Thy word is truth.”
(2) Whatsoever things are honest — The word for “honor” aso means “honorable’
(d) The deacons must have an honest report — Acts. 6:3.
(b) We must have an honest “conversation” (way of life), 1 Peter 2:12
(3) Whatsoever things are just — “righteous”

(a) Righteous judgment of God — Rom. 2:5 But after thy hardness and
impenitent heart treasurest up unto thyself wrath against the day of wrath
and revelation of the righteous judgment of God; (2Thess. 1:5)

(b) Jesus Christ isrighteous — 1 John 2:1 My little children, these things write
| unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with
the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: (Rev. 16:5)

(c) Righteous men — Rev. 22:11 Hethat isunjust, let him be unjust still: and
he which isfilthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be
righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still.

(d) There are “just” men —Matt 1:19 Then Joseph her husband, being a just
[man], and not willing to make her a publick example, was minded to put
her away privily.

(e) Jesusisthe Just One— Acts 7:52 Which of the prophets have not your
fathers persecuted? and they have slain them which shewed before of the
coming of the Just One; of whom ye have been now the betrayers and
murderers:

(f) Remember, the just shall live by faith—Rom. 1:17 For therein isthe
righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: asit iswritten, The just
shall live by faith.

(4) Whatsoever things are pure — also means “sacred.” Theroot is“holy.”

(HAGNOS)

(8 Wemust think about a pure heart -- Matt 5:8 Blessed [are] the purein
heart: for they shall see God. (1 Tim. 1:5; 2 Tim. 2:22)

(b) We must think about a pure conscience— 1 Tim. 3:9 Holding the mystery
of the faith in a pure conscience.

(c) We must think on keeping ourselves pure—1 Tim. 5:22 Lay hands
suddenly on no man, neither be partaker of other men’ssins: keep thyself
pure.

(d) We must think upon pure religion — James 1: 27 Pure religion and
undefiled before God and the Father isthis, To visit the fatherless and

widows in their affliction, [and] to keep himself unspotted from the world.

(e) Of course, Christ is pure— 1 JOhno 3:3 And every man that hath this hope
in him purifieth himself, even asheis pure.

(5) Whatsoever things are lovely — “pleasing, acceptable”
() Our bodies are to be acceptable — Rom 12:1 | beseech you therefore,
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brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living
sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, [which is] your reasonable service.

(b) We areto offer spiritual sacrificesthat are acceptable — 1 Peter 2.5 Ye
also, aslively stones, are built up a spiritual house, an holy priesthood, to
offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.

(6) Whatsoever things are of good report — “famous good words”

(&) When you were saved, you believed the good report of the Gospel — John
12:38 That the saying of Esaias the prophet might be fulfilled, which he
spake, Lord, who hath believed our report? and to whom hath the arm of
the Lord been revealed? (See Rom. 10: 16)

(b) Preaches areto have agood report — 1 Tim 3.7 Moreover he must have a
good report of them which are without; lest he fall into reproach and the
snare of the devil.

(c) By faith the elders obtained a good report —Heb 11:2 For by it the elders
obtained a good report. (See Heb. 11:39)

(7) If there be any virtue - “moral goodness”

(8) God has called usto virtue— 2 Peter 1:3 According as his divine power
hath given unto us all things that [pertain] unto life and godliness,
through the knowledge of him that hath called usto glory and virtue:

(b) We areto add to our faith virtue — 2 Peter 1:5 And beside this, giving all
diligence, add to your faith virtue; and to virtue knowledge;

(8) If there be any praise—“praise”

(d) Those who were healed gave praiseto God — Lu 18:43 And immediately he
(the blind man unnamed) received his sight, and followed him, glorifying
God: and all the people, when they saw [it], gave praise unto God.

(b) Some love the praise of men rather than the praise of God — John 12:43
For they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God.

(c) Our praiseisin God's grace— Eph 1:6 To the praise of the glory of his
grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved.

(9) Think on these things — “compute, reckon”

(@) Our thoughts eventually work out into our lives.

(b) But remember what Paul said in Phil. 2:12-13 Wherefore, my beloved, as
ye have always obeyed, not asin my presence only, but now much morein
my absence, work out your own salvation with fear and trembling. 13
For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good
pleasure.

f. Work, 9
(1) Noticetheword “do” in verse 9.
(2) ThisisaGreek word PRASSO, which means “commit, exercise, be busy,
accomplish.”
(3) Eccl. 9:10 Whatsoever thy hand findeth to do, do [it] with thy might; for
[thereis] nowork, nor device, nor knowledge, nor wisdom, in the grave,
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whither thou goest.

(4) You can believe al day long, all night long, and all year long.
(5) But don't just believe; get up and DO something.
(6) Your hand must FIND something to do.

(@) If your hand offend you, cut it off — Matt 5:30 And if thy right hand offend
thee, cut it off, and cast [it] fromthee: for it is profitable for thee that one
of thy members should perish, and not [that] thy whole body should be
cast into hell.

i) Cut it off from your mind, and think of these things that we have just
mentioned.

i) Cut it off from your heart, and do not fall in love with those things that
pull you away from your Lord and his work.

iii) Cut it off from your memory, and think about those things that are the
mark of the high calling of God.

(b) Y ou can encourage with a hand placed in someone else’ s hand.

(c) You can comfort by putting a hand on someone’ s shoul der

(d) You can stimulate with your hand on aBible, reading it to someone.

(e) Your hand can do work for someone to help them when they cannot do
things for themselves.

(7) We must be busy -- Rom. 12:11 Not slothful in business; fervent in spirit;
serving the Lord,;

B. A Secure Mind In Missionary Requirements, 4.10-23
1. Paul’sPersona Benefits, 10-14
a. The church began to support Paul again, after some time of restraint (see 4:15), 10

(1) They were careful (mindful or wise) about how they were spending their
money and their goods..

(2) They possibly could not afford to give him the things that he needed.

(3) They lacked opportunity

() Thisopportunity seems to do with time. Perhaps they did not have the time
or convenience to send things to Paul because of their duties necessary to
provide the things for him.

(b) Hewas aso at along distance from them, and perhaps they did not have
anyone to take these things to him.

b. Paul isnot speaking of “want.” In other words, he is not begging, nor is he
complaining to them because they have not sent to him sooner, 11-12
(1) Thereason for thisisthat he has learned how to be both in want and in
abundance.
(2) He has learned (been instructed, or accustomed) to be both full and hungry, to
abound and to suffer need.
c. Paul cando “dl things’ through Christ, who strengthens him, 13
(2) Intime of abundance, Christ strengthens him (for he does not depend upon
himself even in abundance).
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(2) Intime of need, or hunger, Christ strengthens him.

(3) In other words, Paul’ sintense desire is to press toward the mark of the high
calling of God to the extent that neither abundance makes him lazy nor wants
makes him crave the things of the world.

(4) Remember, “Let thismind be in you that was aso in Christ Jesus’ 2:5

(5) When Christ was feeding the 4,000 and the 5,000, he depended upon his
Father in Heaven, not ssimply on his earthly self.

(6) When Christ was hungry in the mountain, he depended upon God the Father
when Satan would have him to turn stones into bread.

(7) Wemust all learn to look unto Jesus, the author and finished of our faith, and
set our affection upon things above and not on things of the earth if we are to
be affective in Christ Jesus.

(8) We must be content in all things so that we can do all things through Christ,
who strengthens us.

d. Paul commends the Philippians for once again sending him relief, 14
2. ThePhilippians Help & Benefit, 15-23
a. Inthe beginning, the Philippians were the only church who supported Paul, 15-16

(1) Col 4:11 And Jesus, which is called Justus, who are of the circumcision. These
only [are my] fellowworkers unto the kingdom of God, which have been a
comfort unto me.

(2) There were many times when people left Paul in hiswork for the Lord.

(3) 2 Tim. 4:11 Only Luke iswith me. Take Mark, and bring himwith thee: for he
is profitable to me for the ministry.

(4) Thiswas also true with our Lord — John 6 :66-67 From that time many of his
disciples went back, and walked no more with him. 67 Then said Jesus unto
the twelve, Will ye also go away?

(5) Even when he was in Thessalonica, they sent him help.

b. Paul’sdesireisfor their benefit, 17

(1) Paul isnot desirous of their earthly things (though they should help him in
these carnal things), but for their own benefit “to your account.”

(2) Paul told the Corinthians— 1 Cor 9:11 If we have sown unto you spiritual
things, [isit] agreat thing if we shall reap your carnal things?

c. Paul now has an ample supply, but he wishes God'’ s blessings (benefits) upon the

Philippians.18-19

(1) Paul hasreceived their gift and is thankful for it, and it is acceptable and well
pleasing to God.

(2) He then encourages them that God will supply al their need according to
God'srichesin glory.

(@) Here heistaking to achurch, not to an individual.
(b) Although thisis, no doubt, true for individuals.
d. Paul’sFarewell, 20-23
(1) Paul salutes these brethren, and so do the brethren who are with Paul, 20
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(2) Also the saints who are with Paul, especially those of Caesar’s household
(a) For Paul had given liberty to preach there while he was in prison.

(b) Later Paul was beheaded for hisfaith in Christ Jesus.

(3) Paul finally wishes grace to be upon the Philippians.

(4) Without faith it isimpossible to please God (Heb. 11:6, but without graceit is
impossible to have faith (Eph. 2:8)

e. Sowe have nothing to worry about (be careful for nothing) 4:6

(1) Don’t worry about your faith if you now at this moment believe in Christ.

(2) Don’t worry about the affairs of thislife, for they are the things that will draw
you away from the Lord. Mark 4:19 And the cares of thisworld, and the
deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts of other things entering in, choke the
word, and it becometh unfruitful.

(3) Don’t worry about your problems — 1 Peter 5:7 Casting all your care upon
him; for he careth for you.

(4) Isn't it wonderful that we can have
(@) A single mind over circumstances
(b) A submissive mind in service
(c) A spiritua mind over things
(d) and A Secure mind over worry.
